    1. Tell the students that you are going to say some words or expressions in English. Then you are going to do mimes to show the meanings of those words.

 Finish ( you will need to mime and say ‘start’ as well to get the meaning across: say ‘start’ and then do something; then say ‘finish’ and stop; do this a number of times with different actions)

Teaching tip

  Reduce the amount of Chinese you use in class by using mimes to introduce as many new words as possible. Then ask the students what the equivalent word would be in Chinese.

Tell the students that you are going to call out a verb in the present tense form and they have to say the past simple form. Then get one students to go to the board and add ‘-ed’ to the word.

 Examples

 T: Walk.

 Ss: Walked.

 S1 (goes to the board and add ‘-ed’ to ‘-walk’.)

 T: Finish.

 Ss: Finished.

 S2 (goes to the board and add ‘-ed’ to ‘finish’.)

The activity continues until all the words on the board have had ‘-ed’ added to them.

Teaching tips : Grammar

  Explain to the students that many verbs in English are ‘regular’. That means they follow a pattern or rules. We always know how to form the past tense with regular verbs as they add ‘-ed’ or just ‘-d’ if the verbs ended in ‘-e’. We use the ‘-ed’ form for everyone as I, you, she, he, it, we and they. To make the negative of regular verbs, we use the auxiliary or helping verb ‘do’ plus ‘not’ and the infinitive without to, such as didn’t play, didn’t talk. ‘Do’ is used to form closed or ‘yes\no ’questions.

   Continue like this. You can count the lights, the desks , the seats, the bags, the person the wall, ect.
Activity book:
1. Count and say: How many happy face?
Before starting, revise the numbers.
On the board, write the numbers 1 to 19.
Now tell the students that you are going to call out two numbers and they have to count from the first to the second number,

Continue like this.

Now do the exercise in the book. The students count the happy faces. They can do the exercise in pairs.
3. Look ask and answer.
Write some numbers on the boards. Tell the students that you are going to call out numbers. They have to go to the board and cross them off the board. They will only cross off one example of each number.
Continue like this. After a while you can ask the students to call out as well as cross off the numbers.

　　T: Good morning, boys and girls. My name is Feng Ying. So you could call me Miss Feng. Hello, boys and girls.
